Fasting is about turning away and turning towards Jesus 

1. See Jesus – take eyes off of all else to fix them on Jesus. 
Mark 9:1–6 (ESV) 

 
 
 

  Awe, bordering on terror, is THE response to truly seeing Jesus 

  We can experience awe without intimacy but  
   we cannot experience intimacy without awe 
 
 

2. Listen to Jesus – take ears off of all else to fix them on Jesus. 
Mark 9:7-13 (ESV) 

 
 
 
 

  True listening requires asking questions  Jesus’ true identity 
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3. Trust Jesus – take reliance off all else to fix it on Jesus. 
  Reliance is revealed by behavior and results 

  Trust must be increased – it is not a fixed quantity

4. Pursue Jesus – take desire off all else to fix it on Jesus. 
Mark 9:28-29 (ESV) 28And when he had entered the house, his disciples 

asked him privately, “Why could we not cast it out?” 29And he said to them, 

“This kind cannot be driven out by anything but prayer.” (“and fasting” in 
some manuscripts)  

 

  Pursuing Jesus is a lifestyle of paying the price of exclusivity to Jesus 
 
  Jesus… “you’re not there yet, but you can be…” 
 

  Many could become ________ but are unwilling to pay the price 
 

Practical tips on fasting…  

  Fasting is not for the faint of heart, but for soldiers who want Jesus’ best 

  Expect and be prepared for difficulty so you don’t give up  

  Fast as God leads – it is His agenda 

  Fast in community – don’t try to be a solo hero
